Overwhelming Response to Call for Grant Submissions

The dedication and commitment of ISD teachers and staff was evident by the number of Academic Enrichment Grant
applications submitted this year. Sixty-one grant applications were received by the Foundation —divided almost
equally between Kateri Brow (up to $10,000) and Classroom Enrichment ($1,000 or less) requests. District staff were
able to submit applications for projects that reflect vision and innovation in education, encourage academic
achievement, assist struggling students, and/or support pressing needs not covered by building or district budgets.
